Fortunately, our previous elected officers 
saw to it that we have a  reserve fund in our treasury for just such a 
situation,  to carry us till the committee has formed their plan and we can 
implement the plan. 
  
Rest assured we will deal with this challenge quickly and effectively,  
and The Orange Blossom Squares will maintain our reputation as the 
largest and most recognized Square Dance Club in Central Florida.
