The year of our service to the Orange Blossom Squares as Presidents is CALLERS SCHEDULE
rapidly closing. We want to express our deep appreciation to the Officers,
Directors, Staff Assistants and members of the club who worked so hard AUGUST

alongside us in handling the complex business of the club. This year, 16
couples were at work keeping the club going.

The year brought several challenges to the club - the renovation of La
Hacienda causing us to move our dance location frequently, then the
acoustics issue with the renovated ceiling in the La Hacienda hall, and finally
the imposition of a significant rent for use of the hall for our dances.

We formed a Finance Committee to develop a plan for how to afford the rent
increase, and the committee recommended adding a surcharge to dance
admissions to partially cover the rent. The Finance Committee will continue
monitoring the club finances and cash flow of the dances, and as needed, will
recommend other actions to offset the impact of the rent.

All Square Dance clubs, including ours, are struggling with the

same problems. Long time dancers are dropping out, younger people are not
coming along in sufficient numbers to replace them. Many clubs have closed
down because falling attendance did not bring enough revenue to pay caller,
cuer and rent. Callers are also a problem - many are retiring while few
replacements are entering the profession.

The future of our club may depend on the Baby Boomers as they become
Village Residents - hopefully we can find more student couples who were
dancers some years ago and want to return to Square Dancing - we have
several such couples in our current classes.

Next year will be a special year for the Orange Blossom Squares - our 25th
anniversary year - a Quarter Century of providing the best dances in Central
Florida!l We will be planning an appropriate event to celebrate.

Hal Baumann and Nancy Van Rooy have assembled a capable slate of
candidates for officers and staff for the 2010/2011 club year. We know they
will enjoy the same cooperation we had from the members of our club. They
can count on our support as Immediate Past Presidents.

Remember, Members and Guests, this club needs your attendance and
support at our dances, it takes 13 squares minimum to bring in sufficient
revenue to pay our caller, cuer and the rent.
